THE BOOK OF NUMBERS

34 The LORD spoke to Moses, saying,

 2 “Command the people of Israel, and say to them, When you enter the 

land of Canaan (this is the land that shall fall to you for an inheritance, the 

land of Canaan as defined by its borders), 3 your south side shall be from the 

wilderness of Zin alongside Edom, and your southern border shall run from the 

end of the Salt Sea on the east. 4 And your border shall turn south of the ascent 

of Akrabbim, and cross to Zin, and its limit shall be south of Kadesh-barnea. 

Then it shall go on to Hazar-addar, and pass along to Azmon. 5 And the border 

shall turn from Azmon to the Brook of Egypt, and its limit shall be at the sea. 
6 “For the western border, you shall have the Great Sea and its coast. This shall 

be your western border. 

7 “This shall be your northern border: from the Great Sea you shall draw a line 

to Mount Hor. 8 From Mount Hor you shall draw a line to Lebo-hamath, and the 

limit of the border shall be at Zedad. 9 Then the border shall extend to Ziphron, 

and its limit shall be at Hazar-enan. This shall be your northern border. 
10 “You shall draw a line for your eastern border from Hazar-enan to Shepham. 
11 And the border shall go down from Shepham to Riblah on the east side of Ain. 

And the border shall go down and reach to the shoulder of the Sea of Chinnereth 

on the east. 12 And the border shall go down to the Jordan, and its limit shall be 

at the Salt Sea. This shall be your land as defined by its borders all around.”

13 Moses commanded the people of Israel, saying, “This is the land that you 

shall inherit by lot, which the LORD has commanded to give to the nine tribes 

and to the half-tribe. 14 For the tribe of the people of Reuben by fathers’ houses 

and the tribe of the people of Gad by their fathers’ houses have received their 

inheritance, and also the half-tribe of Manasseh. 15 The two tribes and the half-

tribe have received their inheritance beyond the Jordan east of Jericho, toward 

the sunrise.”

1 PETER 1

various trials, 7  so that the tested genuineness of your faith—more precious 

than gold that perishes though it is tested by fire—may be found to result in 

praise and glory and honor at the revelation of Jesus Christ. 8 Though you have 

not seen him, you love him. Though you do not now see him, you believe in him 

and rejoice with joy that is inexpressible and filled with glory, 9 obtaining the 

outcome of your faith, the salvation of your souls.

10 Concerning this salvation, the prophets who prophesied about the grace that 

was to be yours searched and inquired carefully, 11 inquiring what person or time 

the Spirit of Christ in them was indicating when he predicted the sufferings of 

Christ and the subsequent glories. 12  It was revealed to them that they were 

serving not themselves but you, in the things that have now been announced to 

you through those who preached the good news to you by the Holy Spirit sent 

from heaven, things into which angels long to look.

13 Therefore, preparing your minds for action, and being sober-minded, set your 

hope fully on the grace that will be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus 

Christ.
